PCI installation CD.








This CD contains the Server, Client, PCI Drivers and Registry Cleaning software. Each section explains the steps needed to guide you to install the hardware and software successfully. 





A- Installing the PCI hardware and its Drivers





Step 1.    Turn off your computer, then install the PCI  board into your computer and turn on the computer.





Step 2.    The window will ask you to insert the Driver installation CD into the CD�ROM drive. The windows automatically will find the Video and Audio INF files on this CD, and it will take sometime to set up the registry and installing the drivers. You have to restart your computer for the new installed drivers to become active.





B-  Installing the Server software





Insert the Installation CD into your computer. A menu will appear automatically. Just press  the Server button, the program will install the Server software on your computer and you should follow the instruction. Make sure to choose reboot the computer before starting the program. Now every thing is ready for you to run the Server software.





The best performance for the picture quality can be obtain by setting your VGA card to 16 bit color.





C- Installing the Client software 





Insert the Installation CD into your computer. When the menu appears press  the Client button, the program will install the Client software and you should follow the instruction.  Make sure to choose reboot the computer before using the Client software.





D- CD�Button





This button let you brows the CD using Windows Explorer.


To run the menu please run PCI_VC.EXE.


Server directory: You can install the Server software by going to Server directory and running the SETUP.EXE.


Client directory: You can install the Client software by going to Client directory and running the SETUP.EXE.


DRV directory: PCI Drivers are located in this directory


Reg_Clean directory: The RegClean.EXE utility software in this directory is for cleanning the registry. The DelPciDrv.exe utility software in this directory is deleting the PCI driver files.





***  IMPORTANT ***





Indeo directory: For some version of Windows 95 you need to install the Video codec version 5. Otherwise you will see a black window instead of the video. Therefore, by running the iv5setup.exe you can install the video codec driver.





E-  PCI  Drivers-Reinstallation or Updating





You can Update, Delete or Reinstalling the PCI Device Drivers by pressing the Windows Start button then going to;


Setting -> Control Panel -> System -> Device Manager 


now Select;	Sound, video and Game controllers


then Select;	Video or Audio Bt878 Capture Device


now you can remove, or update by choosing  Properties then Driver. You should insert the install CD in to your computer for updating the drivers.





F- Removing the software and Cleaning  the Registry





	When you are no longer using the PCI Drivers or our software and you want to delete the software and the drivers, please do the following. 


To delete the software, go to Control Panel menu and select Add/Remove Programs, select Server/Client software and hit the remove button.


Or you can run the utility programs that are designed to clean the registry of the Windows and  PCI Drivers from System directory. To do so please go to Reg_Clean directory of CD and run the RegClean.EXE utility software then run DelPciDrv.exe. These programs will Clean your computer from PCI Drivers. 





Warning, after running this utility you can not run your software any more unless reinstalling the Drivers.
